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Introduction:

I have been studying War for 41 years since my return from Vietnam in 1969. I went to Vietnam to learn to do surgery on war injuries to the brain. In the process I began studying the causes of war. This is my 91th time to talk on War. My first non-medical book on Biblical Beliefs has 48 pages on Peace and War. (2006) My war course is usually 6 hours. The lecture is usually 40-80 minutes. Today it will be 60 minutes with an unlimited time for questions. My handout and my blog have the entire 80 minutes. I will answer questions and stay as long as needed after the lecture. This is on my Blog: www.baptistbiblicalbeliefs.type.com.

To my surprise I learned that a true science of war had never come into being. The term Polemology, the “study of war” only became a word in 1946. 

War:
(War is as old as Man.) 

It takes three things to make war! 

MONEY! MONEY! MONEY!
(Money is the root of all civilizations)

I am not here to speak about war. There are 25,000 books about the War Between the States (Civil War). These are about battles only. I am here to speak about the philosophy of War. I have studied war like one might study cancer. What are the indications for war? What are the effects and results of war? When is a country ready for war?

I have a few comments about war. 

(This is to lay the groundwork of the difference between war and the philosophy of war.)  

There was a Marine lieutenant whose father was a Marine general who had been through several wars. The boy grew up with “war stories”. He played war as a child on military bases. He was trying to be like his dad. He was leading a charge in battle and stepped on a mine. Both legs and left arm were blown off his body.  The medics stopped the bleeding and rushed him to the hospital. The surgeon shortened the stumps so he could pull skin over the stumps so they would heal. His general father arrived to see him. As he was hurrying down the hall to see his son he said to himself. “What am I going to say to my beautiful son who has lost both legs and one arm?” He rushed into the room. His son said first, “Dad, I was doing the best I could do?” Keep in mind that it is the young men who fight our wars!
That is war! 

Each year there is a Navy leadership battle for money between ships, planes, submarines, supplies, construction, and medical. Medical is at the bottom of the list and last making presentations to the whole group. I used a strategy to get medical money. I showed pictures of battle wounds and described what kind of equipment that we needed to treat each one. This included a soldier with half of his face gone. There was no nose or jaw on one side, his eyeball was hanging down, and the brain was exposed. Another was a 6’4” giant marine who entered Vietnam with, “I want to kill some gooks”! A mine blew his truck over a telephone line and his skull and brain were blown through his scalp. His face was lying flat on the table like a rubber mask.  Another was a sailor with his abdominal wall blown away. His intestines were lying on the stretcher beside him. An aviator was on a stretcher with his leg lying beside him to be reattached. The admiral aviators in the room were holding their faces in their hands and begging me to not show any more slides. That is War!  I got the money I requested. My boss admiral that night at the banquet told me not to show any more such slides. War is hell or horrible to those who don’t like to talk about hell. 

What about women in combat? 

Industrial and military society has changed the place of women in society. Religion has tried to hold them back, calling it “a design of creation.” Protestants “abolished nuns, and had less plans for women in the ministry.”

They are now assigning women to submarines. Thirty years ago a Rear Admiral doctor friend of mine was the chairman of the Department of Psychiatry of what was probably the most famous mental institute in the world. He wrote a book that he thought would put women back in the home to raise the family, where he sincerely thought they should be. He was called to testify before Congress on the subject of women in combat. In brief he said, “If one puts 100 women in frontline live combat and they are running into cannon fire and one of them gets her head blown off, blood is shooting up into the air, the body jerks twice and falls like an empty sack to the ground, 80 of them will faint, 10 will run and 10 will fight.” There was such uproar in the room and balcony that the congressional committee had to be adjourned for the day. 

One of the most famous war historians, who had not done his homework, made a profound personal speculation about women. He said, “Superiority is accorded within humanity not to the sex which gives birth, but to the sex which kills”!!!  He was referring to male superiority. He did not know about the thousands of Russian women and girls who courageously fought for their motherland.  

They made up Women’s Fighter Regiments, Bomber Regiments, and the famous “Night Witches”. Flying low and slow at night they would target the German combat troops when they had pulled back to rest. They cut their engines, glided over the troops, and dropped their bombs. They would restart their engines and return home. The small engines and canvas-covered airplanes were not detectable by radar. The infrared seekers on German airplanes could not see them. The psychological effect was one of terror on the Germans. In one night they raided the Germans 18 times. They were truly “Night Witches”. Sexism was high. Men would not fly as “wingmen” with women and would not even fly airplanes that had been maintained and serviced by women. As a result all the Women Fighters, Bombers, and Night Bombers (“Night Witches”) had women mechanics and ground crews. The Women Fighter Pilots flew more than 4000 sorties each and in 125 battles had 38 confirmed kills. The female pilots won thousands of Russian Orders, Medals, and 29 won the title of Hero of the Soviet Union. (23 of these went to the Night Witches who flew over 24,000 sorties.)  

Never, never, never under estimate the genius of women and their desire to defeat men. To combat the “Night Witches” the Germans placed searchlights in a circle. The “Night Witches” usually flew in groups of two. They began going in groups of three. Two would go ahead slowly, low, and fly through the Searchlights. While all of the lights were following the two, the third would enter and bomb them. They would regroup with a different two until all three of them had dropped their bombs. 

There are many other reports of heroes and successful women in combat. To think otherwise is to be historically ignorant in the story of war. However, the Women Air Force Service Pilots (WASP) was prohibited from flying in combat in WWII. 

Now, for my report on the Philosophy of War.  

The Philosophy of War

In the last 10 years there have been two events that have transformed history: 

The Collapse of the Soviet Union and the appearance of Militant Islam. 

11 September 2001 was a “A Tragic Day For America.” 

Pearl Harbor gave a new era in American history. 11 September 2001 gives us a new era. This wipes out the Vietnam Syndrome. Islam cannot be compared to Vietnam. Islam is a world war.  

The war in Iraq and Afghanistan has been the number one subject in America for eight years. The Russians were defeated by the Afghans. The Afghans now hope to defeat America. There are 368 districts in Afghanistan. A few years ago the Taliban controlled only 24.  They now control 140. On 

21 May 2010 the Taliban attacked the top U.S. base at Kabul. This figure is changing. The President of Afghanistan has said that if America does not stop putting pressure on him, he will join the Taliban!!!  (Tampa Tribune, Nation World, 5 April 2010) The war in Afghanistan is now our nation’s longest war. 

Wars mark the big turning points of history. One can see that with war one civilization dies and a new one begins.  Man has fought and slain his fellow man since the beginning of time. In the study of the Philosophy of War one must keep in mind that each of us represents only one generation and some of us overlap with one or two generations. Most of my peer friends are dead. There have been 40 generations since the time Christ. You and I are only one of these. We are living in a culture in which we had a small part in creating. Another generation will take our place very soon. There have been 14,000 wars so you can see we are but a “speck” in history. . 

In war a new moral universe is created. Ordinary men give their life for another. Heroes replace the saints. The more one kills, the more the hero. (One of man’s basic needs is to believe that in fighting and killing other men who are just as noble as he; he exhibits his most admirable and most human qualities.) War forces contact between nations and by inner marriage and immigration produces mixed cultures. War shatters religious isolation. It has been said, “There is but the twinkling of a star between a man at peace and a man of war.”

In the Korengal Valley of Afghanistan we have lost more American lives per square mile than anywhere else. We pulled out of the Valley last April. Most of the fighting was at four or five hundred yards. Our scouts were watching an enemy soldier crawling around on the mountainside without a leg. They watched him crawl until he died. Somewhere he had a mother, father, brother or sister. 

The observation group cheered. One man could not sleep. To him the cheering was “more troubling” than all killing going on. The man had died alone on the mountainside trying to find his leg. He must have been crazed by thirst from the blood loss and the constant firing over his body. 

His friends tried to comfort him with:

He may have killed your friend. 

We will never have to fight him again. 

He was trying to kill you. 

We were cheering because we had stopped someone from killing us. 

Is it too much to ask that we have compassion for that enemy that we killed? 50 of our friends were killed in that same Valley. Was the Valley worth the cost of learning to cheer a man’s death?  

Our soldiers are presenting their bodies to the shock of battle, overcoming fear, and seeing triumph in a hope of truth. 

Every war has had strong opposition. The American Revolution is a classic example. Over half the population did not support it. If that half had had their way, America would not be America today. Half of the colonies did not want freedom. They wanted to stay under the rule of Britain. They also did not want to fight and many returned to Britain or went to the Bahamas or Canada, etc. If the Americans wanted freedom they knew they had to fight. Most Americans opposed entering WWII until Pearl Harbor made it inevitable. A new trend for opposition: Recently was released the names of 11 Americans who have joined the enemy. One way or another the homegrown radicals are a new terrorism threat. 

There are at least three points that must be considered in a study of war:

These three points will be emphasized. They are:

I. Loyalty to country

II. The influence of religion on war

III. Military and civilian discipline 

I want to make it clear:  I am loyal to my country. I have had annual Navy orders in my hand for 59 years. This allows me to go and lecture or assist on our military bases. I am a Christian. I have taught Sunday school for over 50 years.  My Sunday School lesson is on my Blog every week before Saturday noon. In this report I am only reporting the results of my scientific study. Some of it is not good news. 

We all know about war. We are not experts on making war with terrorist. 
I.
Loyalty to America:

Loyalty is necessary for a persistent strong country.  Theodore Roosevelt said, “There can be no fifty-fifty Americanism in this country. There is room here for only 100% Americans, only for those who are Americans and nothing else.” This was only a dream. Now listen to what has happened. 43 % of the people who live in Californian speak some language other than English at home. There are more than 100 languages spoken in Los Angeles and 46 % of their residents are foreign born. California is now called “Mexifornia”.  That percentage is 37% in New Mexico and Texas. In the next 25 states the number is between 10 and 20% that speak another language at home. There are 21 Spanish-speaking radio stations in Los Angeles alone. In Florida 20% of Floridians speak some other language at home. Britain has just passed a law the any spouse from outside the country must speak at least basic English. About 30 states in the United States have English only laws. Disney is developing English language schools in China. Embed this in your brain: Muslims born and bred in the United Kingdom carried out the terrorist’s attacks in London on July 7, 2005! Eight million Americans are Muslims. (160,000 per state) It is clear that Islam is no longer “over there somewhere.” There are 80,000 Muslims in Atlanta alone. There are seven different languages spoken in Atlanta. What would happen in Atlanta if 80,000 of their citizens tried to take over Atlanta? What would happen if 160,000 Muslims in each state rose up against America? There are 6 Muslim Centers in Tampa. The number of Muslims is kept secret. We may be becoming an, “Americo-Arabia nation.” By 2050 (40 years from now) there will be no majority race or ethnic distinction in the United States. The nations of the world are already living here. Over 50% of Texans are now Mexicans. We now have immigrants from 202 countries. An American born Muslim hiding in Yemen said, “Holy War is becoming as American as apple pie and as British as afternoon tea.” He probably did not know that Christians have fought Holy Wars against other Christians. 

There is a rapid decrease in patriotism in our country. 

What is loyalty? (Eleven Americans have joined the enemy!) 

“Man knows truth beyond himself because he is part of the world-mind or reason.” Within loyalty are all other virtues. When one gets away from being loyal they fall into disloyalty in many areas. (Royce). On that basis the world is in a moral order. “Loyalty is a free devoted allegiance to country. It is a cardinal virtue from the time of the earliest tribes.” (Frank)  It is an obligation superior to the individual. If one lives in this country they should be loyal to it. Be loyal to your country. Be a patriot. How many know what a patriot is? It is by definition “One who loves their country.” I have started a program in our church and a few other churches to try and return patriotism and prayer to America. There are 276 men in our church who wear a double flag lapel pin, which has the American flag and the flag of their branch of service. There is an American flag with a yellow ribbon flag for those who did not serve in the military, but want to give their testimony that they are men of prayer and a patriotic American. We frequently salute each other. The salute (a salutation or greeting) is an expression of greeting of goodwill. A salute is a gesture instead of a word. It is an action.  It has many meanings such as “Peace be upon you.”, “Bless you”, “Be happy”, and “Be friendly”, which are all words. The salute is a gesture that means all those good words. Saluting an older person, a younger person, or a lady sends words of love and respect to them. When one is saluting a senior officer in uniform, he is not saluting the man, but the uniform and military tradition. (I have met three young ministers who do not want to wear the lapel pin because they say they “show their testimony another way.” I have never heard their religious testimony, one of which could readily be seen if they wore the lapel pin. How they show their loyalty to country is unknown since none of them has ever been in the military. Their position as a true American is tenuous?  What would their position be in a showdown on behalf of our country?) One of the reasons for the lapel pin is that young people are not inclined to be patriotic. There was a shortage of chaplains in WWII because they could not be drafted and many ministers were not patriotic. 

II. The Influence Of Religion On War: 

Christianity and Islam are the only religions that need to be reviewed. None of the other religions have any effect on war. (Religion has moved to philosophy and philosophy has moved our minds from Heaven to earth.): 

Islam:

Islam must be studied. The first thing to be noted is that Islam is not a state, but a world order.  There is no perceptible military objective. There is no country that we can declare war against to defeat Islam. Islam and Terrorists are everywhere, all over the  world.

One must understand the new world. Mutual Assured Destruction (MAD) was the basis of the “cold” war. America and the Soviet’s both had nuclear arsenals and both knew they could destroy each other. Neither one wanted to die. This does not work when one side is a religious fanatic. The terrorists have no nation or citizenship to defend. They defend only loyal Muslims. We are in an entirely new era in American history. For the fanatic, Mutual Assured Destruction is not a deterrent. It may even be an inducement. When these fanatics die they expect a great reward in paradise. In the war between Iran and Iraq, Iran lost a million people without blinking. They did not hesitate to kill large numbers of their own people because it gives them a quick pass to paradise and all its delights. They sent children running across mine fields to clear the way. The only thing they had in their hand was a passport to heaven! Another point to be noted is that the leaders of the terrorists are from the rich families. Terrorism is no longer a factor of economic problems. It is not a matter of poverty and hunger, but of political oppression. A “regime change” such as Bush accomplished in Iraq is the only answer. The peoples of the entire Islamic world must be given the freedom they want and deserve. Out mission should be to free the oppressed people of Islam. The old doctrines of democracy cannot work in a regime like that of Saddam Hussein. 

According to the Koran, (The most influential book ever written by one man.) the propagation of Islam by arms is a religious duty. War is a command from their god. Fortunately for us many Muslims are not good Muslims, just as most Christians are not good Christians and most Jews are not good Jews. 

A Brief History of War Between Islam and Christianity:

The Syrian Desert was the home of the Arabs. They dominated the desert between two enemies, Rome and Persia. Roman East assimilated the Aramaic speaking Arabs in the culture of the Roman Empire, which was Christian. Constantine’s militarization of Christianity presented the Arab warriors with Christ Victorious who was a God whom they could follow into battle against the pagan Arabs, Persians, and later the Muslims. The Arabs developed a sense of national identity. This is the earliest known record of verbal Arabic (328). In the fifth century there was a spread of Christian Arabs. Through violent revolts many Monks fled into the desert and spread their beliefs among the Arabs. However, Northwestern Arabia remained isolated from the spread of Christianity.  

Islam has posed a military threat to America only two times in the past and the third time is now: 

The first time Islam posed a military threat was in the mid-seventh to mid-eighth centuries. During that time all countries of Christianity were threatened. 

The second time Christianity was militarily threatened was in the fifteenth to the seventeenth centuries when the Ottomans were seeking world supremacy. There were many other times when Christians and Muslims fought each other in a limited geographical region. The crusades never amounted to a military threat to Islam. It was little more than a nuisance to Islam. Neither did the Muslim countries attack threaten Christianity. The integration and controlled migration of the conquered lands of Syria, Egypt, and Iraq created a new community of Arab tribesmen. They offered booty, money, and grants of land to form a cohesive military organization. They  became a powerful force. Internal weaknesses between the two kingdoms of Persia and the Christians (Byzantine) caused them to fall under the first large Arab conquests. They continued to advance over all of North Africa, Spain, and France and even had sieged Constantinople.  Charles Mantel, the Christian general known as the hammer, put and end to their advance in 750 A.D. There were other advances and Rome itself was looted and plundered in 846. The final defeat of the Byzantine (Christian) kingdom by the Muslims was at Manzekert in 1071. The people just migrated into the weakened Turkish (Anatolian) plateau. 25 years later the crusades were born as a reaction to the Arab advance, but they had no effect.  

The 8 Crusades were Christian failures and remain one of the most thought-provoking features in the history of Christianity. Pope Gregory VII said, “Cursed be the man who holds back his sword from shedding blood.”  There were many other small crusades. 

Conflicts between the Christians, Romans, and Greeks led to the Fourth Crusade (1204). The Muslims conquered the Balkans, Greece, and Eastern Europe. The very existence of the crusades was a grave offense to Islam, particularly the profanation of Jerusalem. They were made inferior subjects. This was an unforgivable affront to the dignity of Islam. Since then they have hated Christians.  The defeat and expansion of the Crusades from the East left a lasting and bitter humiliation to Christian pride. 

These wounds were reopened in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries by the incorporation of most of the Islamic world into empires of Christian Europe. 

We now are living in the third time of history when Islam poses a military threat to Christianity. One must keep in mind that the Islamic military threat is primarily against Christians and secondarily against Americans because America is where the Christians are. If we would all convert to Islam, which is their real objective, the war with us would be over. The Muslims say they will be at war until Islam controls the world. It is not personal. No Muslim wants to control the world. They want Islam to control the world. They are not fighting for their freedom. They are fighting for their religion. 

It has been said– “Religion supplies the dynamics of war.” Muslims say, “Muslim youths love death, as you love life. We can survive in the desert by drinking water from the bellies of dead camels.” Wake up America. Their war cry is as every American heard at Fort Hood,  “Allah akbar” Arabic for “God is great.” As noted in the long history of conflicts the only way Christians can relate to Islam is to convert to Islam or go to war. 

Religious beliefs do not predispose nations to peace. Even during periods of great faith Christians fought Christians and Muslims fought Muslims far more than they fought each other. 

In the American Revolution (1763-1783) the supporters of independence were known as the Patriots. “Manifest Destiny” was the belief that America was destined by God and history to expand across the entire continent and take it away from the native Indians. 

The United Nations has had no effect on the incidence or outcome of any war, according to my study.

Where does terrorism begin? 

What makes a suicide bomber?

In Islam countries students spend six hours per day memorizing the Koran. They have no lessons in math, geography, history, or computers. The Koran is “all they need to know” to understand the universe. There are two forces on earth. Muslims and Infidels. All infidels are enemies. 

The Saudi leaders control 71,000 mosques and the entire educational system in Saudi Arabia and teach the most radical form of Islam. . They have built many more mosques and schools in many countries around the world. Christians have no comparable worldly educational system. They are educating their people into Islam and the Koran and we are not educating our people in religion or the Bible.  We will never win the world by country music, banging on drums, or strumming on guitars. Our Biblical Illiteracy in this country should be an embarrassment to every Christian. Our religious leaders will have to answer to God for this. We are fighting a religious war and we are illiterate in our own religion. (Southern Baptists, the largest Protestant denomination in the United States has 45, 0000 Baptist churches and six seminaries.) The world population is 6.8 billion people. 2.2 billion people are Christians, 1.3 billion are Muslim, and 1.1 billion are Roman Catholics.  An eight-grade textbook there teaches: “Allah cursed Jews and Christians and turned some of them into apes and pigs.” (This is in the Koran) (Koran 5:60-61) In the ninth grade: “Judgment will not come until the Muslims fight the Jews and kill them.” In the tenth grade: “Be loyal to each other and consider the infidels the enemy. You exist as Muslims respecting Muslim values alone.” Saudi textbooks that have been taught in America in Arabic teach  “A Muslim is automatically a better human being.” The Muslims that become citizens must swear allegiance to America, but the Koran says that if one has to lie to propel Islam it is o.k. Good Muslims cannot be loyal Americans. Good Muslims must be loyal to Islam, which is not a country. 

It is a sacred duty among Muslims to give sanctuary to Muslims seeking it.  

“Terrorist” is a term we use for our enemies. They do not accept the idea that they are terrorists. Our enemies feel like they are fighting for God, freedom, and liberty against an enemy (us). An enemy that wants to impose our religion, our customs, and our laws upon them. 
Religions have played important roles in wars.  

The Catholics have always been the largest religion in the world. In 2008 this changed. There are now more Muslims in the world than Catholics. Even with the immigration of Catholics immigrants they have less number. The increased rate of Christian growth has moved out of the United States to South America, Asia (India), and Africa. There is no way we can describe our nation as a Christian nation and explain it with facts. The Christians are not unified with a leader. Christianity    

is such a mixed group that it is impossible to say what all Christians believe. As a group Christians can’t do anything. The church peoples are saying as in the Reformation, “peace, peace” when there was no peace. When our youth leave home after 18 years of Sunday School they are Biblically Illiterate Scholars. They are released into a world of Biblically Illiterate parents. Christians had nothing to do with the elimination of slavery  (The Negro slave trade was to “a large extent fed by parents who sold their children. (Bouthal p. 67), Christians had nothing to do with desegregation. A nationally prominent preacher and founder of a university preached that “Segregation was Scriptural.” (Bob Jones) The government had to produce integration by war and by laws. Government law now defines modern morality by eliminating Christian beliefs and prayers publically in government buildings and schools.Christians in America are now in the same position as Muslims and Jews where law and morals are the same. The barbarians did not know they were barbarians. Charlemagne tried to “transform barbarism into civilization.” The terrorists are the modern barbarians. (Lack of restraint, wild, harsh, cruel. No mercy). They offend the love of their fellow men.

“Since the mid-thirteenth century, it is apparent that the missionary effort to the Islamic world has failed.” The moral religious voices in America are no longer heard. The Muslims are unified by their beliefs. Islam has retained a powerful and cohesive sense of itself and made their religion a source of prestige. Christianity has largely lost its groups identity. We must respond to their cries of “You infidel”. Christians have sold our souls for a tax deduction. If our minister speaks out on certain issues the IRS will take away our churches tax-exempt status. This must change even if it eliminates many churches. 

The Bible: 

The Bible collecting dust on the shelves has been referred to as “gentle prisoners, held in captivity by lazy Christians.” 

Christians recognize the Bible as the word of God and must depend on the Bible for all moral decisions. 

Moses says in Exodus 15:3 “The LORD (Yahewh Elohim) is a man of war: The LORD is His name.” 

Both the Bible and the Koran speaks of pacifism as being bad.

(Ecclesiastes 10:4; Koran 8:16) 

Christ mentioned physical war only two times. The first time “And ye shall hear of wars and rumors of wars.” (Matthew 24:6) This is the origin or the term “forever wars.”  

The second time was when He gave a parable of a king going to war.  “Or suppose a king is about to go to war against another king. Will he not first sit down and consider whether he is able with his 10,000 men to oppose the one coming against him with 20,000. If he is not able, he will send a delegation while the other is still a long way off and will ask for terms of peace.” (Luke 14:31, 32) We must assume from the parable that if the king in the parable felt he were able the war would proceed. 

Jesus said,  “Render therefore unto Caesar the things which are Caesars and unto God the things that are God’s.” (Mark 12:17)

Jesus again said, “He that hath no sword, let him sell his clothes and go buy one.” (Luke 22:36) Jesus knew that the possibility might arise that the people needed a sword for protection. Barbarians sometimes invaded their villages. This applies today to gun control when many think they are needed for protection. Two of Jesus’ Disciples had on a sword when He was arrested. (Luke 22:38) Peter cut off one of the priest’s servant’s ear. (John 18:10, 26) and Jesus “healed” the ear. (Luke 22:51) 

One simply cannot use the Bible as a basis to oppose a just war. That is Biblical ignorance! Pacifists are Biblically Illiterate. It just doesn’t work when someone is shooting at you! 

The Great Commission (Mark 16:15) to Christians from Jesus is to go into all the world and preach the gospel. The Muslim is instructed by Allah to kill anyone who comes in their world and attempts to convert them from Islam to Christianity. 

Do you get the idea? It is a “catch 22”.  The Muslims fight each other and us at the same time. 

“Holy Wars” between Christians and Muslims has existed for over 1000 years.
III. Military and Civilian Discipline:

Terror U.S. or Terror-US is a new word I created related to the fear of criminal activity in the U.S. Every American has some fear of the criminals. Of 14 countries studied the United States crime rate is three times more than any of the others. When crime is widespread it relates to decreased loyalty to the country. Criminals are not loyal to country. In the year 2000 there were 15,517 murders in the U.S. This is 42.5 per day. In 2 months this will equal 2800 deaths. This is the same number killed on 9/11 in New York City.  (In 2006 there were 33,289 suicides in the United States, twice the number of murders. There is an increase in suicides among the military. Eighteen veterans commit suicide each day. We are not properly educating our people.

In 2005 there were 660 murders in New York City alone. In three years in New York there will be as many murders as in 911. In 5 years in New York City there have been 5,280 murders since 9/11. This is more than twice as many that died in 9/11.  There are 3 million Americans in prison or jail at any one time. Almost 400,000 are illegal aliens. (At $50,000 each that relates to 20 billion dollars per year.) There are 600,000 prisoners released each year in the U.S. This is 6 million in 10 years and represents a persistent criminal base. There are 52,000 sex offenders listed in Florida. 800 did not report in and are lost to the police. Last year there were 34 murders of school children in Chicago alone. In June 2010 in Chicago alone on one weekend there were ten killed and sixty wounded. In nine years (1991-2000) there were 290,000 estimated cases of sexual abuse in American public schools. There are 32,222 cases of sexual abuse in American public schools each year.  (Newsweek, April 12, 20010, p. 42) It is dangerous to send our children to some public schools. The police and the F.B.I. have lost control of crime. They just react to it. Academic elites have led the way in devaluing patriotism and American history. Once or twice a year we pledge allegiance to the American flag and our patriotism ends there. 

Something new in crime: Crime on military bases. Do you think thieves; particularly thieves in the military are going to be loyal to America in a show down? It just won’t happen! 

Aristotle (384-322 B.C.) “…. good laws, if they are not obeyed, constitute a  bad  government.”

Immigrants and the Military:

The ability to recruit the needed military men has been stretched. 40% of Air Force active duty enlisted men failed their fitness test. Are they fit to fight? Of course not! As in many historical armies foreign-born people are being recruited. 63,000 immigrants are now on active duty in U.S. forces. This is 5%. Another 37,250 military immigrants have become U.S. citizens since 2001. Many show a real loyalty. There have been 111 non-citizen military personnel killed since 2001. However, there is much evidence in history that a non-resident soldier will not be loyal to America in a showdown with the country of his birth. The most famous military example occurred about 1000 B.C. King David in the Bible before he became king was repeatedly having attempts on his life by king Saul who was clearly his enemy. David’s final escape was to the land of the Philistines, an enemy. He was in the process of deciding whether or not he could fight his own people. Before he made the decision the Philistines decided they could not trust a former enemy and David went elsewhere. (I Samuel 29:1,9) (The Palestinians originated from the Philistines, therefore one has a Biblical example of a potential problem that we have now. Would the Palestinian-Arabs in our military fight against Palestine in a “show-down”? We also have a historical answer to the problem. Genghis Kahn, conqueror of the largest land empire ever, had remarkable rules in recruiting his army. If a man said he was a conscientious objector or said he was afraid or would not fight, he would send them home without benefits.) He knew that you could not force men to be good warriors and  loyal to a cause. 

There are children soldiers in some countries. In the last 10 years over 4 million children soldiers were killed in combat. The Japanese tried to arm their children with 8 million ceramic hand grenades to throw against the invading Americans. 

Miscellaneous:

What Is America’s Standing In The World Today? :

We all feel and brag that America is the greatest country in the world. I still believe this, but look at more facts.  Our leadership and perhaps our form of democracy have allowed us to drop behind in many areas. 

What is a countries standard of greatness? 

· In Exports:  We are behind China and Germany 

· In Standard of living:  We are behind Norway, France, Canada, and Australia

· In Home ownership rate:  We are behind Canada, Belgium, Spain, Norway, and Portugal. 

· In Affordable higher education: We are 13th.  At one time the United States had the highest graduation rate in the world. It is now 10th. 

· In 4th grade math. We are 11th. 

· In Quality of health care: We are 37th  (WHO)

· With 3 million members the Chinese have the world’s largest military force. 

· By the usual data: America cannot claim to be the greatest country in the world over France, Switzerland, China or Russia. 

Mercantile wisdom, (Money) is taking over the world!

It has been said that a sense of national infallibility makes us lackadaisical. Two recent articles in Fortune magazine  (The European edition, no. 19, pp.56, 50, October 26, 2009) were entitled “China Buys the World and “Its China’s World (We just live in it.)” They have two trillion dollars cash and are looking for things to buy. Because of the amount of loans we have to China, our credit rating has been reduced among other countries. In the first quarter of this year, 2010, foreign direct investments  (mostly by China) are 44 billion dollars. It is apparent to most of us that our country is spending too much money that we don’t have. For every American on disability there are 2 people working. If the trend continues 1 working person will be supporting one person on disability in the near future. The man who works is going to rebel!

Why do people want to come here? Get it out of your head it you think they come here for the love of America or freedom. They come because of money. People move to better themselves economically. They come here and get on welfare and Medicaid and make more than they do in Mexico. They send money home to family each month. In one year they sent 30 billion dollars back to Mexico or Latin America. (Worldwide immigrants send 230 billion dollars home each year.) There are still great migrations in the world. Mexicans come to America; the Turks go to Germany, Indians and Pakistani go to Britain, and Arabs to France. Most of the world is becoming a mixed culture. This has been called the “science of chaos”. On any one-day about 100 million people are in the process of migration. 

Why Do Empires Fail? I reviewed 18 empires that failed. The major cause of failure in 11 or 61% of the 18 was the major influx of immigrants that changed the character of the country. In the other 7 it included this but also loss of leadership, being invaded by superior military power or Muslims, loss of unity, many wars, famine, plagues, and cruelty with the result of having many enemies. Two examples include: the Mongol Empire (1204-1405) and the Ottoman Empire (1640-1783). The Mongol Empire (1204-1405) of Genghis Kahn was the largest land empire ever created. It contained 100,000,000 (100 million) people and extended from Hungary to Korea. Because of loss of unity and original cultural identity by local uprisings and migration of larger nomadic Turkish population they began losing power. The Mamlukes (slaves who became leaders) defeated the Mongol state in 1260. By 1313 all the Moguls had converted to Islam. 

After 600 years the Ottoman (1640-1783) rule came to an end and the Republic of Turkey was founded. They had many internal and external pressures. The “regent mothers” in the sultan’s harem became politically powerful. They were known as the “Sultamate of Women.” With the accession of Mehment male authority was restored.  A religious group, The Jenissaries, was lazy and parasitic. Mahmut II killed thousands of them and that ended Jainism. The Ottoman attack and defeat at Vienna in 1683 was the last Ottoman assault in Christian Europe. Crime and bandits were common as the government was unable to maintain order. They were affected by Britain, France (Napoleons invasion (1805), and Russia (Crimean War 1853-56) and later invasion). This is the only example of a youth group playing a role in an empire. They took full control and introduced liberal reform. The “Young Turks” took over the weak empire, but could not maintain it. They could not defend the country and lost land to Italy and the Balkan Wars (1912-13). In World War I the Ottoman Empire was no more and reduced to Turkey alone. There is talk in America of the young people taking over the political parties and the Southern Baptist Convention in the United States. History reveals that they could not maintain either one. 

God used powerful men to propagate Christianity: 

Every school child knows Christopher Columbus was after gold, spices, and commercial routes to “India”, but Columbus actually had a spiritual purpose in his motivation. The term “India” at that time was imprecise, but referred to land beyond land controlled by Muslims. By going west he could find new lands and new people to propel Christianity in lands not controlled by the Muslims. Columbus wrote, “God made me the messenger of the New Heaven and the New Earth.”  This was hostile to Islam. The land and people solution was expansion to new lands and new peoples. 

Constantine was the world’s first Christian ruler and ruled all the Roman Empire. He made Christianity legal. He stopped the persecution of Christians.  Constantine felt that he was the world’s first ruler “by the grace of God”. His armies became Christians. He was designated by some as the new Moses. During this time of his Christian leadership, Constantine had his wife boiled in oil and his son executed. I guess he was an example of a good Christian of that day. He was baptized on his deathbed. Christianity became the official religion of the Roman Empire, which later totally disappeared. The Roman Empire does not exist today. By immigration they lost their identity and power. (The Jews used stoning to kill for capital punishment. The Greeks introduced crucifixion to the Romans. It was Alexander the Great’s favorite method of capital punishment. Constantine did away with crucifixion and beheading began. In the West it was followed by hanging.) 

Charlemagne was the greatest of the medieval kings, the “protector of the church”. He had 4,500 Saxon rebels beheaded in one day (782), and proceeded to Rome to celebrate the nativity of Christ and Easter. The Pope Hadrian greeted him with honors. 

The great Muslim victory of 11 September 2001 was a product of Osama bin Laden’s contempt for America. It has given Islam a revived incentive. 

The Atomic Bomb:
(The instrument of massive destruction is a big subject!) 

The US military is the mightiest fighting force on earth and the world’s only megapower.  When being attacked from within in the United States, Afghanistan, Iraq, and Africa, atomic power is of little use. When the Twin Towers crumbled our world changed forever.

The atomic bomb age began at Hiroshima in August, 1945. This ended WWII. The question must be asked, “Would Truman today drop a bomb on Afghanistan to save American lives”? 

A Single Integrated Operation Plan (SIOP) developed by Kennedy involved using 1500 warheads being dropped on 300 Russian cities.

 The idea of the “Abolition of Nuclear Weapons” began with Reagan, and later added Nixon, Ford, and Clinton. (They were known as the  “Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse”.) They had no success in the abolition of nuclear weapons. At great cost we are keeping America’s nuclear forces today. 

The threat of global atomic war has gone down, but the risk of a nuclear attack has gone up.” A new disorder is seen in more nations getting nuclear weapons. America’s position is that “as long as these weapons exist, the United States will maintain a safe, secure, and effective arsenal to deter any enemy.” Due to “loose” weapons, nuclear terrorism poses a greater threat than a nuclear war. Since 1996 a Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty (CTBT) has not been accomplished. 

A long delayed “Nuclear Posture Review” is to be released in the near future. (A war scholar is reminded that in the 12th century the pope tried to ban the crossbow. The most ignorant of all peace treaties was the “Pact of Paris” in 1928. This treaty outlawed war for all time. It was the “Day We Outlawed War.” The Japanese broke the treaty in two years when they invaded Manchuria in 1931.) There have been hundreds of wars since then.

Nine countries now have nuclear weapons including:

· Russia (12,000) (Russia’s conventional forces have withered and they have an increased dependence on nuclear weapons. 

· United States (9,400)  

· France (300)

· China (240) 

· United Kingdom (185) 

· Israel (80)  

· Pakistan (70-90)

· India (60-80) 

· North Korea (<10) 

The United States and Canada continue to develop an industrial expansion. Independence with new leaders and cultures has exploded. The world is getting more complicated. Independence has happened in Latin America, India, Turkey, Iran, Yemen, Lebanon, Syria, and Egypt. Israel became a state in 1948. This is not the state described in the Bible. The rulers are not divinely appointed and are not of the lineage of David. The nation remains in unbelief and the nations of the world are debating its future. Only 0.2% of the world’s population are Jewish. In the United States during the last 10 years the Jewish population has gone down 400,000 in numbers, mainly due to inter- marriage. 

Our isolation has come to an end. The entire Islamic world as well as our allies has seen our vulnerability. The American psychic has changed. There is fear in America. In this type of war civilians will be killed as in all wars. (There have been as of 14 October 09, 93,540 civilians killed in Iraq.) 

We must study our enemies and learn to live as one world. We must overcome the dominant reaction of Western Christianity that is violent to them, that they are subhuman brutes, falsely inspired, unworthy of rights, and consideration due to mankind.  If the Islamic people themselves rise up against their people who are terrorists is our only hope of peace with them. The terrorists say, “If you kill us all, a next generation will rise up against you.”
We must remember that God has said, “There will always be wars…” and reason says we should always be ready for war. 

War is the people’s examination? In war you either fail or pass! It is yet to be determined if we fail or pass with Afghanistan? – You and me the people will either Fail or Pass in this war! 
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
